A family meeting is typically
scheduled a day or two prior to the scheduled
service, where family members and special
friends share information with the celebrant,
and offer ideas to help personalize the
service. The celebrant can have as much or
as little involvement as a family prefers. Our
celebrant can conduct the entire service or act
as a facilitator to introduce and coordinate
the friends and family members who wish
to speak. In short, they incorporate all the
stories, songs, photos, and experiences that
define the person whose life is being honored,
and bring the resources together to customize
a ceremony.

Celebrant services may be held in a chapel,
graveside setting, family home, banquet
facility, church, or any other gathering/
meeting place chosen by the family.
